And now, through a partnership of
congregations and denominational ministries, we can get to WCG Next together. To equip us for the
journey, WCG-CAD provides the services of two WCG Next-focused ministries:

churches, GenMin will train and support ministers, parents and members of all age groups

to disciple the young, strengthen families, and train and provide opportunities for the
next generation of WCG church leaders.

Church Multiplication Ministries. Because WCG Next is about expanding into new locales,
